Ererything on the DVD was reviewed by at least two childhood
experts before being included.

"The DV D content is of extremely high quality, having been developed in collaboration between a
range of professionals and parents," Professor Lesley Barclay, one of the expert reviewers of the
Oy D, said today.

The content was adapted from the Raising Children Metwork website, the continued operation of
which will be part funded by the A$2.7 million federal grant.

Mr Howard said the DVD would be awonderful resource and that good parenting was an issue
that united all Australians.
